18-hole, par 53 putting course was the venue for Carlow Golf /ƭǳōΩǎ ǇǳǘǘƛƴƎ Ŧƛƴŀƭǎ.  
The putting greens were in peak condition and were playing slow.  With the early 
morning practice session over, the 10:30 shotgun signalled the start of the 
competition and it was all to play for.  Those competing at Mount Juliet for the first 
time were amazed at how challenging the putting course was.  It was fun too and 
the spirits were high ς despite frequent visits to the water hazards, serious swiping 
in the bunkers and even a bit of rummaging in the rough and semi-rough. 
 
And so, we announce our new Putting Strokes Champion for 2015Χ  Captain Thos 
Hennessy.   If ever there was a fitting year for Thos to win, it just had to be this one.   
Bridesmaid twice before, he finally emerged as the man of the moment.  Thos 
showed consistent scoring of 57 and 54 in the early rounds and won the main 
stroke-play putting competition with 55 putts.  Our President Richard Smyth ς who 
had recorded ǎǘŜŀŘȅ ртΩǎ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ŜŀǊƭƛŜǊ ǘǿƻ ǊƻǳƴŘǎ ς lost out by just three shots (58) 
in the close competitive encounter in the final. The semi-finalists both qualified with 
59 putts with third place going to Dolores Lacey (60) and fourth place to Theresa 
Sheehan (64). 
 
Those who did not qualify for the main competition after the first round were 
eligible for the Plate Competition.  John Webster (56) was the worthy winner in the 
final round, beating Liam McKenna (62) who was playing for the first time in the 
putting competition.  Third was Brian Dowling (64) and fourth was Margaret Stacey
